COURSE DESCRIPTION:  This course allows students to develop an understanding of legal rights and responsibilities in business law with applications to everyday roles as consumers, citizens, managers, and workers.  The overall objective is for students to gain a thorough understanding of the role of business law and ethics in our society.
COURSE RATIONALE: WHY STUDY BUSINESS LAW?
Questions of ethics in business have been prominent in recent years.  By gaining an understanding of business law, students will be better prepared to enhance the business and legal decisions of tomorrow, function in an organization, and successfully compete in an increasingly global market and regulatory society.

COURSE TOPICS:  Law topics relating to: Ethics and Social Responsibility, White-Collar Crimes, Contracts, Intellectual Property, Torts, Consumer Protection, Employment, Government Regulation, Civics, and Property.

TEXTBOOK: Adamson, John.  Law for Business and Personal Use.  16th Edition.  Southwestern Publishing Co.

*NOTE:  Due to the nature of this course, some legal topics may be politically-related/charged/influenced. 

In this classroom, we will respect the views of others even though you will not always agree with them.
METHOD OF INSTRUCTION: This course will consist of lecture/discussion, projects, current events articles, assessments, and other in-class practical activities. Mock trials, mock interviews, case studies, guest speakers, group debates, and current video and news materials will be used to enhance this course.
MATERIALS NEEDED: A 3-ring binder designated for this class, paper, and pen/pencil (daily). Flash Drive recommended.
BUSINESS CURRENT EVENTS – ADMIT SLIPS:  Many important business events occur each day. As consumers in a business world, we need to gain a better understanding of local and worldwide business events. In order to increase your awareness of these events, at the beginning of each class, you will be required to read and analyze various business-related current events articles.   
Upon completion of 10-12 articles, you will take a summative assessment to evaluate your comprehension of those articles.  If absent, you are still responsible for all article analyses and assessments.  Therefore, make sure you keep up with the daily admit slips. A current list of current events articles will be posted on my website. Your final exam will cover all business current events discussed during each semester. 

PROJECTS/PRESENTATIONS:  Strong communication, public speaking, presentation, and teamwork skills are needed for a true business class.  Business Law is designed to be a practical class applying business theory and concepts. Therefore, students will be required to complete many individual and group-based projects.  
*Certain class activities will require students to dress professionally for class and present in front of professionals and other classes.
· In the business world, you will be expected to meet deadlines.  Therefore, NO PROJECT will be accepted late. 
· A problem with technology is not a valid excuse for not completing an assignment and is not a valid excuse for not submitting an assignment on time. 
· Allow yourself ample time just in case a problem arises.
BUSINESS /LAW PROFESSIONALS: Periodically, we will have various business and law professionals from the community serve as guest speakers and participate in the assessment of projects.  Our guests are to be treated with courtesy and respect.
