1. Nine-year-old Melanie Franklin was inured in a car accident and taken to the hospital for treatment.  Melanie’s parents signed agreements stating that they would be responsible for the cost of Melanie’s medical treatment.  Melanie’s parents failed to pay, and the hospital sued Melanie for the cost of her treatment.  Is Melanie liable for her treatment?  Explain.  [North Carolina Baptist Hospital v. 2. Jones, age 17 entered into a contract with Free Flight Sport Aviation, Inc., whereby Free Flight was to provide Jones with facilities for parachute jumping.  As part of the contract, Jones signed a release form, releasing Free Flight from liability for negligence arising out of injury to Jones while he was in Free Flight’s aircraft or while participating in any of the services contemplated by their agreement.  Ten months after Jones’s 18th birthday, he was injured when a plane furnished by Free Flight crashed while taking Jones and others to a jump site.  Jones sued Free Flight alleging that the contract he signed with them was void because he was under eighteen years old when he signed it.  Will Jones be able to get out of the contract?
