Requirements:
1. Brainstorming

2. Top View, with obstacle and hole locations
3. Plan of Procedure (Step-by-step instructions)
4. Parts list

5. Prototype 
Rules:

1. Your game must look like your Orthographic Views.
2. Your game must function correctly and be “playable" when completed.
3. You must sand and stain your game.
4. Teeter - must have a start and finish marked.  Pinball – must have a point system marked.

5. Teeter - must have a minimum of 10 obstacles and 10 holes drilled.
6. Pinball - must have a minimum of 5 obstacles, launching mechanism, and flippers on the side.
Materials:  

· Dowel Rod, various diameters
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Control a steel ball through a wooden labyrinth using the device's

accelerometer. Sounds easy but beware of the black holes! Try to get the ball

in the goal taking as little time as possible. In this lite version of Labyrinth you can play 28 Levels
with increasing difficulty. In tahe full version which will be release soon expect global highscore list,
on-device level editor, level sharing and more game objects!
