Editing Photos with Online Software:  Pixlr
Value:  45pts
Purpose:

The purpose of photograph editing is to IMPROVE THE PHOTOGRAPH.  Editing can be easily accomplished with free online software; many of these offer sophisticated editing options such as: contrast, heal, and splash (depth of field).  For this assignment, we will be using Pixlr Express, etc.   https://pixlr.com/express/.  
Directions:  

Take the 10 shots requested below.  You will edit the photographs using the website above and the specific editing requests below.  You will place each photo in a P.P. showing the before and after, be sure to label the photo with the edit you used. 5pts
10 Shots (in this order): 20pts. (2pts. per Picture)
1. Your favorite teacher (USE YOUR WORDS – ask first, be polite and considerate of their time)

2. A person with a zit (Point and laugh…..but you don’t’ have to tell them why)

3. A person with blue eyes 

4. A person with brown eyes

5. A principal (Be nice, and ask first…they bite)

6. A custodian (Be nice, and ask first….they carry tools)

7. Two friends

8. Someone you don’t know (no cheating)

9. Someone doing a yoga pose
10. Someone being awkward (should be easy for you)
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Edits in Pixlr (in this order): 20pts. (2pts. per Edit)
When you open Pixlr, you will see the following options:

1. Adjustment: Contrast & Sharpen (As little or as much as you need to IMPROVE the photo)
2. Adjustment: Heal (Get rid of the zit)
3. Adjustment: Liquify, Shrink (Decrease the size of one eye or nose)

4. Adjustment: Liquify, Enlarge (Increase the size of the eye or nose)

5. Adjustment: Focal (Fancy DOF - You can control the shape and size of the focal point and the amount of blue)

6. Adjustment: Splash, Magic (….go ahead, be creative)

7. Effect:  Choose one
8. Overlay: Choose one

9. Borders:  Choose one
10. Type:  Describe the awkwardness with one or two words
Tips:  

· Shoot in manual – Control the camera settings: ISO, Aperture, & Shutter Speed
· Keep viewpoint in mind - no background distractions 

· Keep "Rule of Thirds" in mind 
· Keep “Depth of Field” in mind
